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more info: (boring stuff you never really wanted to know)


1976- I was born Clayton Call in Provo Utah, September 7, 1976 to Doug and Gale Call, the first of four children.

1979- I think I was caught running down the street with no pants on at one point during this year.  

1980- Given the nickname “Cocoa” because when asked what my name was, I couldn’t pronounce “Clayton” and responded with “Cocoa.”  I couldn’t pronounce my own name- that’s why I chose a hip hop name nobody else could pronounce; that way when I can’t say it either, I don’t look like an idiot. (?)    

1979- My family moved to El Paso, Texas where I lived until 1982.  

1981- Moved to the big city of Cortez Colorado, where I would spend the next 10 years growing up while my father worked on the Ute Mountain Ute Indian Reservation.  Here, I gained an awareness of my multi-cultural background of Mexican and Anglo and an appreciation of Native American and indigenous cultures in general.  

1989- My friend Korby and I performed our first “rap” for a talent show in front of our Jr. High School.  When we were done, people didn’t know what it was.  They just sat there looking at each other and didn’t clap or anything. The fact that we had no beat or music probably didn’t help.  We just went back and forth on some Kid N’ Play style rap and spit some rhymes we had rehearsed earlier.

1990- Korby and I started a mobile DJ’ing business and began trying to record some music.

1991- Family moved two hours away to Bloomfield, New Mexico and I started developing a great appreciation for the Southwest and its unique cultural elements when my mom was my 9th grade Spanish teacher.

1992- Me and my cousin, Taylor (T-rix or Skrappy) recorded a bunch of corny hip hop songs… really, really corny.

1993- Almost joined a gang but realized I was too much of a wuss to be a “gangsta.”  I decided I would be a “rapper” instead.  Me and a good friend from Cortez, Colorado, Lee Atcitty (aka Charlee Brown) started a group called “1/2Breedz” to represent our mixed heritage of Mexican and Navajo. (I guess race was a big deal or something back then.  Or maybe since we wanted to be rappers and couldn’t be Black, we thought being part Mexican and Navajo was the next best thing.)

1994- Parents got divorced.

1995- Graduated high school from Bloomfield High School.  Tell Tale Music, a small artist management company out of San Francisco expressed interest in “1/2Breedz” and paid for us to record several songs in the studio.  Nothing ever happened with those songs, but we thought we had “done come up” because we recorded in the closest thing to a studio within 4 hours of our small hick towns.

1995- I began my two-year service as a missionary for The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. (What-you never heard of a “Mormon” rapper?)  I lived in Ontario California, Baltimore Maryland, and Chicago Illinois where I worked with deaf individuals and became fluent in American Sign Language.  I lived in some of the poorest areas of each city and loved it.

1997- Returned to New Mexico in September  

1998- I began attending Brigham Young University in Provo, Utah.  I recorded two more songs with Charlee Brown and started putting the moves on my future wife, Jessica.  

2000- Realized Utah sucks.  Moved to Arizona where I had a few friends and could make some good $$ sign language interpreting. Realized Arizona sucked cuz I had no Jessica.  Went back to Utah and married Jessica. Moved back to Arizona where I started working at and taking classes at Arizona State University and where Jessica started her master’s degree in social work.  I also started working at ASU’s campus radio station as a DJ assistant to one of the stations only hip hop DJ’s, Fabel. 

2001- Started hosting my own hip hop radio show called “The Hip Hop Life Show.” I began recording some more songs, including “The Way of Life”, “Southwestylez”,  “Undaground Elite”, and “Rock the Beat” featuring Spanish Phly, which made it to #2 on the mp3.com charts.  In the spring of this year, Fabel and I released the first ever hip hop compilation album to feature an entire cast of southwest hip hop artists entitled, “Scorpion Kingz: Southwest Hip Hop Collection Vol. 1”.  The album was pretty popular and was even featured in The Phoenix New Times and The State Press.  The album featured my song “Southwestylez.”  Later that year, I released “Classic”, an EP of all the songs I had recorded to date.  One of them, “Undaground Elite” was played by Power 92.3 FM and received pretty positive reviews from all the listeners.  

2002- Did a few shows and realized I liked making beats more than rhyming, so I decided to focus more on producing and changed my name to “Arhythmatik.”  Wanna know how I came up with that name?  Yeah, me neither.  But I’ll tell ya anyways.  The concept behind the name “Arhythmatik” is derived from the word ‘arithmetic’.  Everything in the world is created and based on mathematics, including music.  If you notice, the spelling also includes the word “rhythm”, which I think is the most important part of any beat.  In addition, if the word is broken down, it spells A-Rhythm-Atik, or “a rhythm addict”, which can accurately describe me and how much I love a good beat with a dope “musical hook.”  

2003- You thought there was going to be some grand finale to this story, where I got signed to Corporatemusicrulestheworld Records and I am now on my way to the top?  Well, sorry to disappoint you. I’m just a normal cat like you trying to make it.  I’m trying to produce for a few national artists now, but I also realized I can’t live without expressing myself through writing and rhyming, so I decided to pick up the mic again and record a little album with me behind the boards, and spitting into the mic.  I have plans to distribute the album to a national audience, as well as market it to college radio.  Things are looking good as far as the album goes, so what are you waiting for? Join the Arhythmatik bandwagon and cop the album when it comes out!

2004- I worked hard creating my www.arhythmatik.com web site and recording my Pre-Algebra EP.  I also established the Modurn Languaj Asosiashun as an independent hip hop label to put out my music and worked hard putting up the www.mlahiphop.com website.  I brought aboard fellow underground hip-hopper Scott Allen to join the cause too.  But the biggest news was that me and my wife Jessica had our first son, Alexander Aliseo Call, on May 3rd!  Life has never been boring since!  It’s the greatest experience ever and I’m already training him to be my DJ. Ha ha.  

2005- FINALLY finished the Pre-Algebra EP!! Whoohoo!  I’m proud of it and it seems like it will be a dope little album.  Hopefully other people will feel the same way! If not, oh well.  At least I know I’m cool.  At least that’s what I’ve been telling myself since 3rd grade.  MLA is going great and Scott and I have both finished our EP’s.  We had some great shows with The Shapeshifters, LA Symphony, and Future Shock in LA, California and The Procussions, Edan, Insight, and Time Machine here in Phoenix.  We’ve got some more great shows lined up for this year too!  We also brought aboard another group, The KnowNauts, to the MLA family.  They’re a group that consists of Paconaut, a dope dope producer, and Micronaut, a dope dope MC.  Good stuff planned for 2005!  Hopefully this will be the year we bring our music to a more national level and secure distribution over the summer.  Fall all our projects will be sent to college radio, along with a few ads taken out in various magazines.

Had enough boring stuff?? I hope so, cuz I sure have.
